Message Summary for Sunday 5�� August 2018

Title: Are you a Victim or a Victor?

Reading:  Daniel 1:1-20
Are you able to stand up against the juggernaut of problems, oppression, opposition that come
against you in this life.  Daniel did.  Are you sometimes persecuted for your Faith? Are you a
victim or a victor?  Here are three lessons from the life of Daniel that enabled him to be a
winner.

Behind Daniel’s outward greatness, there was a hidden life of communion and fellowship
with his God that made him a great man (verse 17).  Daniel had a revelation of the greatness
of God. Consequently, he was a “winner”.  Out of his relationship with God came:

His Attitude.  If I am to be a victor, my attitude will affect its outcome of my life more than
anything else (verse 4).

His “Never Say Die” approach. Daniel “continued” and refused to give up.  He had a
“never say die” approach and nothing was going to get him down (verse 8).  Victors possess
this mentality.

His Problem Solving Mentality. When Daniel was confronted with a serious problem, he
came up with a solution (verse 12).

Conclusion:  Therefore, let’s develop a great attitude to life; have a never give in mentality
and finally realise that God has a solution for every problem.  Be a winner and not a victim.
