For
those who are not familiar with Alpha, it is a series of sessions exploring the basics
of the Christian Faith. It’s a free course, but there is a small charge for food.

Alpha is back, starting with an Alpha Breakfast
on Sunday 15t September. The course start
date is Thursday 5" September at 7.00pm

Every Alpha is different, but generally they have three things in common: food, a
talk and conversation.

Food: Our sessions start with food, because it’s a great way to connect and get
to know everyone there.

Talk: The talks explore the basics of the Christian faith and are designed to inspire
conversation. Usually around thirty minutes long, they are delivered as a live talk.
Alpha at Lifespring will last eight weeks.

Conversation: There is a discussion after the talk where you can share your
thoughts and ideas on the session’s topic. You can speak your mind and the whole
idea is that the everyone’s opinion is welcomed without judgement.
